The Primary room on the east side of the building in the Stake Center Meetinghouse, located on the 
Temple Grounds, has been reserved from 9:00 AM to 12:15 PM, closing at 12:30 PM to 
accommodate both wards. 

According to Stake Center policy, children must always be supervised by an adult. Please ensure you 
have planned for child supervision before arriving at the meetinghouse.  

Two Ward Temple Group Activities for May 9th 

Please ensure that sufficient driving time is considered when planning your journey. Individuals 
interested in carpooling or those with available space are encouraged to coordinate directly with other 
participants listed on the signup sheet or by contacting group members. The distance from Grand 
Forks, ND to Bismarck, ND is approximately 300 miles, which corresponds to an estimated travel time 
of 3.5 hours. 

Arrival Guidelines 

When preparing your trip to the temple, please be mindful of both the travel distance and possible 
delays. It is essential to allow adequate time so you can arrive at least 20 minutes prior to your 
scheduled session. Early arrival will facilitate preparation and contribute to an efficient check-in 
process. 

We are considering group activities, including meals after sessions, and welcome your suggestions. 
For those not entering the temple, there will be tours of the grounds and visits to the Stake Family 
Search Center. Our goal is to foster a sense of unity as one family in "The Lord's House."
